The Pfizer Foundation is a charitable organization established by Pfizer Inc. Its mission is to 
promote access to quality health care and education, to nurture innovation, and to support the 
community involvement of Pfizer colleagues.  
 
The Pfizer Foundation provides funding and resources to local and international organizations 
that expand and improve global health strategies. In 2007, the Foundation provided $56.3 million 
in grants and employee matching gifts to non-governmental organizations around the world.
